 1. Vision:

•Provide adequate and secure bicycle parking and pedestrian amenities at all 
major destinations, including but not limited to all public parks. 
•Ensure safety for pedestrians and bicyclists is incorporated into all 
discussions related to design, maintenance, or enforcement on all city and 
state-maintained roads. 
•Promote a commitment to prioritizing bicycle and pedestrian safety initiatives 
in all aspects of city government, including city committees. 
•Continuously improve bike and pedestrian safety through educational 
programs. 
•Monitor the use of pedestrian and bicycle facilities.
